1. Rotary has an excellent worldwide reputation. The participants of a Rotary event such as the “2014 RYE Cycling Camp –Explore Taiwan” are measured on that specific image of the organization. Please be aware that you are an ambassador of Rotary!

2. A Rotary Camp has a main target of having the experience of friendship and international understanding among the participants. Behave as a valuable, open-mined and helpful member of the camp-group.

3. Camp and group leaders will take a great responsibility, you are required to follow their instructions and assist them in their efforts. There will be daily changing of service-group etc. with special duties. Be responsible and care for the orders given by your group leaders.

4. Taking drugs is absolutely forbidden. If you have alcoholic drinks, keep your consumption in limits and under your personal control. However, we strongly discourage you from having alcoholic beverages during camp due to the needs of a large amount of energy and stamina for cycling.

5. In hotel and similar accommodations, the specific rules are set up such as keeping silence after 10PM and so on. Being considerate of other guests in the hotel should be a matter of international etiquette.

6. Cycling is fun but can be dangerous if and when you do not follow the regulations.

Please pay your attention to the followings:

· Group-leaders who are to decide about the route.

· Safety-helmet must be worn at all time during cycling (otherwise no insurance to be properly covered in case of an accident).

· In Taiwan, the traffic is on the right hand side (especially to remind those from the countries that the traffic is on the left hand side).

7. On the roads with mixed-traffic, Cyclers must ride one behind the other.

8. Offenses against these rules will be reprimanded and in case of repetition or in case of severe rule- breaking, the participants involved can be excluded immediately from the camp, and may result to an early return to your native home country.
